
🇹🇭 Thailand Tourist Visa Checklist (for Indian Travelers) 
​ 1.​ Passport 
​ •​ Valid for at least 6 months from date of entry.  ￼ 
​ •​ Must have at least two blank visa pages.  ￼ 
​ 2.​ Visa Application Form 
​ •​ Completed and signed.  ￼ 
​ •​ For VFS: fill online (if required), then print & sign.  ￼ 
​ 3.​ Photographs 
​ •​ Two recent colour photos.  ￼ 
​ •​ Size: 3.5 × 4.5 cm (or as per the VFS / Embassy spec).  
￼ 
​ 4.​ Visa Fee 
​ •​ For a single-entry tourist visa: ~INR 2,500 (check the 
latest fee).  ￼ 
​ •​ For multiple-entry tourist visa: different fee, check 
VFS/Embassy.  ￼ 
​ 5.​ Transportation Proof 
​ •​ Confirmed round-trip flight tickets (to and from 
Thailand).  ￼ 
​ •​ If applicable: proof of transport within Thailand.  ￼ 
​ 6.​ Accommodation Proof 
​ •​ Confirmed hotel or accommodation reservation in 
Thailand (in your name).  ￼ 
​ •​ If staying with someone: invitation letter + host’s ID / 
passport copy.  ￼ 
​ 7.​ Financial Proof 
​ •​ Bank statements (recent months) to show sufficient 
funds.  ￼ 
​ •​ As of May 2025, proof of funds requirement reinstated.  
￼ 
​ •​ Example: at least THB 20,000 per person (or 
equivalent) for visa-on-arrival / proof of funds.  ￼ 
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​ 8.​ Travel Itinerary 
​ •​ A daily plan / itinerary for your stay in Thailand.  ￼ 
​ 9.​ Medical Insurance (if required or recommended) 
​ •​ Some visa types / consulates ask for travel / medical 
insurance.  ￼ 
​ •​ Example: Chennai consulate requires valid medical 
insurance.  ￼ 
​ 10.​ Thailand Digital Arrival Card (TDAC) 
​ •​ From May 1, 2025, you need to fill the Thailand Digital 
Arrival Card (TDAC) online before arrival.  ￼ 
​ •​ Submit passport details, flight, accommodation, etc.  ￼ 
​ 11.​ Other Supporting Documents (if applicable) 
​ •​ For non-Indian passport holders: proof of residence in 
India.  ￼ 
​ •​ Additional sponsor letter, employment letter, or proof 
of relationship if someone is sponsoring your trip.  ￼ 
​ 12.​ Submission 
​ •​ Submit all documents in the order given in the 
checklist from VFS / Embassy.  ￼ 
​ •​ Bring original + photocopies as required. 
​ •​ Be ready for possible additional document requests.

✅ Tips & Warnings 
​ •​ Even if you are eligible for visa-free entry (depending 
on current schemes), financial proof may be checked.  ￼ 
​ •​ Keep proof of accommodation and return tickets ready 
— immigration or visa officers may ask. 
​ •​ Fill out the TDAC well in advance (at least 3 days 
before arrival). 



​ •​ Make sure photos are recent and as per the correct 
specification.
